This year, Dr. Francine Berman, Edward G. Hamilton Distinguished Professor of Computer Science
at Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute and a driving force behind the Research Data Alliance, spoke
about the need to accelerate open access sharing and exchange of research data, and about the im-
portant role librarians can play in this process.

James DelRosso, Digital Projects Coordinator for Cornell University’s Hospitality, Labor, and Man-
agement Library, presented on getting the most out of an institutional repository. Following Jim’s
very informative talk we formally announced the opening of Scholars Archive, the University at Al-
bany’s institutional repository developed by the Libraries to collect, preserve, and provide online ac-
cess to scholarly research and resources created by University at Albany faculty, staff and students.
Scholars Archive will increase discoverability and ensure long-term, reliable access to the Universi-
ty’s scholarly output. We are currently working with faculty across the campus to add their publica-
tions, presentations, and other types of scholarly content, including data, to the repository.
